Monsters in the Seas

The facts behind the legends…

“On July 30, 1915, our U28 torpedoed the British steamer Iberian carrying a rich cargo in the North Atlantic. The steamer sank quickly, the bow sticking almost vertically in the air. When it had gone for about twenty-five seconds there was a violent explosion. A little later pieces of wreckage, and among them a gigantic animal (writhing and struggling wildly), was shot out of the water to a height of 60 to 100-feet. At that moment I had with me in the conning tower my officers of the watch, the chief engineer, the navigator, and the helmsman. Simultaneously we all drew one another’s attention to this wonder of the seas… we were unable to identify it. We did not have the time to take a photograph, for the animal sank out of sight after ten or fifteen seconds. It was about 60-feet long, was like a crocodile in shape and had four limbs with powerful webbed feet and a long tail tapering to a point.”

– Captain Georg von Forstner, of the German submarine U28.
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This is not some fairy tale invented by a bored science-fiction writer in the early 1900s, nor is it a fake, or a copycat of some lost legend. It is a direct, accurate account of what happened on the 30th of July, 1915, during World War One, when the Captain and much of his crew witnessed something they could not explain, nor comprehend. What was it they had seen, that had bobbed in agony at the surface of the water before diving back into the depths? A whale? A giant fish? Some hallucination? Or rather, more convincingly, truly what the Captain had recorded: something 60-foot long, in the appearance of a crocodile, with four powerful webbed feet and a long tail tapering to a point. A whale does not fit this description; neither does a giant fish; and how could so many people have hallucinated something like this? 

I—the author—am an adamant dinosaur freak. I love them to death; their look, the texture of the skin, their wild eyes, the awesome design with which they were concocted by the Almighty God, the King of the Universe. I could stare at pictures of them for ages, read about them for centuries on end; I am excited for the day when I will finally see them for myself (Isaiah 11:6-9, see last chapter for more details). I believe God has called me to investigate these creatures and to show the world what they really are—some of the most extraordinary animals God ever created!

When I told some friends that I believed dinosaurs were still alive, they laughed at me. When they told their mom, she rolled her eyes as if I were insane. I insisted there was evidence that they were alive—and there is, to that in a minute—but they were insistent on ignoring my claims. I find it a wonder that Christians can reject evolution, but yet grasp onto the infamous theory for the extinction of the dinosaurs, which is embedded with evolutionary ideas, and dare not release it! There is evidence for dinosaurs still walking the earth to this day, but being hard to find.
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We haven’t explored much of the planet, haven’t dug into the depths of the jungle, where natives tell stories of monsters that perfectly reveal dinosaurs such as Apatosaurus, Triceratops, Stegoasaurus and even such carnivores as Albertosaurus or Allosaurus. Mexicans claim there is a giant bird that appears from the mountains every once in a while, and when given pictures drawn by artists to pick which one resembled the flying creature, all pointed to one that was a perfect copy of a pterosaur.
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Hunters in the Congo—who have never met each other—claim to friends and family to have encountered four-legged behemoths with extremely long necks: a perfect illustration of a sauropod, like Brachiosaurus. The ancient Chinese gave descriptions of royal dragons used to haul around the Emperor’s cart—descriptions that match such ankylosauridae as Euplocephalus, Ankylosaurus, and Edmontonia. A farmer in the middle ages said he killed a dragon, and gave a description, which matches the dinosaur Massospondylus. 

The city of Nerluc, France, was renamed in honor of the slaying of a dragon, resembling Chasmosaurus. Ancient wall-art shows long-necked ocean-dwellers resembling Nothosaurs, and Inca clay figurines look exactly like dinosaurs such as Iguanodon, Ankylosaurus and Diplodocus. Ancient pottery with designs written over it detail warriors riding dinosaurs like Triceratops into battle, and also show battling ‘dragons’ that positively appear as a battle between Triceratops and Allosaurus. The list goes on and on, enough to fill several books! The excerpt at the beginning of this chapter is a perfect example of living, breathing creatures—this time, under the sea. 

What dinosaur would fit the description giving in the excerpt? The answer: none. However, an ‘ancient’ sea creature deemed to live side-by-side with the dinosaurs perfectly matches. It is the ferocious Kronosaurus. Is it possible that the legends of sea monsters are not legends at all, but actual accounts that people poked fun at and laughed about? Actual events that took place so long ago, but so loaded with the rigors of legend that some accounts seem more like sci-fi than anything?

Consider this excerpt from a very good, historical book:

“Canst thou draw out leviathan with an hook? or his tongue with a cord which thou lettest down?

Canst thou put an hook into his nose? or bore his jaw through with a thorn?

Will he make many supplications unto thee? will he speak soft words unto thee?

Will he make a covenant with thee? wilt thou take him for a servant for ever?

Wilt thou play with him as with a bird? or wilt thou bind him for thy maidens?

Shall the companions make a banquet of him? shall they part him among the merchants?

Canst thou fill his skin with barbed irons? or his had with fish spears?

Lay thine hand upon him, remember the battle, do no more.

Behold, the hope of him is in vain; shall not one be cast down even at the sight of him?

None is so fierce that dare stir him up…

Who can discover the face of his garment? or who can come to him with his double bridle?

Who can open the doors of his face? his teeth are terrible round about.

His scales are his pride, shut up together as with a close seal.

One is so near to another, that no air can come between them.

They are joined to one another, they stick together, that they cannot be sundered…

He esteemeth iron as straw, and brass as rotten wood.

The arrow cannot make him flee: sling-stones are turned with him into stubble.

Darts are counted as stubble; he laugheth at the shaking of a spear…

Upon earth there is not his like, who is made without fear.”

If you missed it, this is right out of the Bible! It is a surefire description of one of the most ferocious creatures ever to swim the planet. The Kronosaurus.  It was one of the greatest, most overwhelming and powerful fiends of the seas. It is not a true dinosaur, though associated with them, and it has four paddles, a long tail, the body is similar to a crocodile, it has a long snout and rows of ghastly teeth. The description of Kronosaurus fits both the Captain’s log excerpt and the Bible passage (note: there are many more Bible passages that record both dinosaurs and ‘ancient’ sea reptiles, called in the texts behemoth and Leviathan. See Job 40 for one on a dinosaur like Brachiosaurus).
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Another ferocious creature is the Elasmosaurus, a plesiosaur, similar to Nothosaurs. Elasmosaurus has a viciously long neck—80 vertebrae!—and a mouth full of sickening teeth for catching prey. Elasmosaurus is often forgotten in the faded glory of Plesiosaurus, which seems to be another version of Elasmosaurus, or vice versa; they are very similar, but Plesiosaurus has the upper-hand in the minds of children and adults everywhere.
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Ichthyosaurs look like fat dolphins, with flippers, a narrow tail and their head being connected to the bulk of the body with no neck. One such ichthyosaur is Opthalmosaurus, had gigantic, enormous, monstrously-huge eyes, probably used for swimming either in the dark along the surface of the water, or in the blackness in the murky depths.

 There are also gigantic sharks. It is quite possible that such gigantic sharks are enlarged modern-day sharks. There is overwhelming evidence from fossils that animals grew much larger than they do today, and the Bible records that there were ‘Giant’ humans. These extraordinary sizes are easily explained by the Christian faith: right after the Fall of Mankind and the expulsion from the Garden of Eden, people’s lives began rapidly shortening, but in the beginning—as recorded in the Bible—people lived long lives, up to around 900 years in some cases! These long lives would have prolonged growth, since one didn’t age as fast and so didn’t stop growing as soon. Another factor is that since the Fall of Mankind, the world has been somewhat ‘decaying’, or slowly breaking apart, being destroyed by natural processes. This brings more diseases to the world, and people get sicker, and growth is slowly being stunted. So possibly gigantic sharks—and giant ground sloth, deer and even humans—are just the ancestors of today’s sharks, sloth, deer and humans! [image: image8.jpg]
