Tyrannosaurus: Hunter or Scavenger?
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One of the most rapid-fire and fervent debates in the field of dinosaur biology is whether Tyrannosaurus was a hunter or a scavenger. Obviously this debate is held in deftly evolutionary circles, but the debate is still the same for Creationists; the only difference is that evolutionists believe Tyrannosaurus evolved into a carnivore, and Creationists believe Tyrannosaurus would have become a carnivore only after the Fall; before the Fall, Tyrannosaurus would have been an herbivore. Hunter

· Eyes faced forward, not to sides—able to read depth and distance of prey

· Lightweight skull—able to withstand brutal attacks against living prey

· Jaws built for intense eating/hunting, not slow-paced scavenging

· Extremely strong legs—able to run very fast, needed for a hunter

· Tiny forearms—act as hooks against struggling prey

Scavenger

· Large olfactory lobe—able to smell scent of carrion extremely well

· Not able to run at constant speeds, better suited for long-distance walking

· Small eyes—eyes able to see depth and distance, but not the best vision

· Small braincase—not too bright, better suited for scavenging

While the answer isn’t what we’d say “close” to being solved, we can say with certainty that when we meet God face-to-face, we can ask him whether Tyrannosaurus was a hunter or scavenger, and he might even reply, “Neither—he was an herbivore, inside out!”
